a) President and Vice-president are elected on even-numbered years at the Annual General Meeting; Secretary and Treasurer are elected on odd numbered years at the Annual General Meeting.

	2007/2008 SGRA Registration Fees – April 12, 2007

Kelley Hessling made a motion that 2007/08 registration fees remain as 2006/2007:

Bunny $275.

Novice $375.

Petite to Tween $425.

Junior & Belle $475.

Open & Masters $525.

1st time players in the Bunny & Novice levels will receive a discount of $100.

Diane Wilvers seconded the motion.  Four voted for, 1 voted against, 1 abstained.  Motion carried.



	AGM April 25, 2007 – April 12, 2007

SGRA will offer a $50. discount to members who attend the AGM April 25, 2007.  A minimum of $75. deposit toward 2007/2008 fees must accompany the advance registration.



	Registration – Special Level Requests -  August 10, 2006

Linda motioned Players requesting to play at a level other than their age division, must provide the request in writing to the registrar who will involve the appropriate parties.  Alison seconded.  Motion Carried



	Refund Policy – June 18, 2006

Donna Smith motioned to amend the refund policy to read: Requests received prior to October 1 will receive a full refund less a $25. administration fee.  No changes were recommended to the remaining dates.  Seconded by Alison Munro.  Motion carried.  



	Try-out Fee – August 10, 2006

Sandy motioned for SGRA to charge a $30. fee for try-outs.  Pre-registration prior to try-outs; fees must be paid prior to player going on the ice.  Linda seconded the motion.  Motion carried.  


	Evaluators - September 7, 2006

Linda motioned that SGRA pay evaluators $12. per session.  Lindsay seconded the motion.  Motion carried. 



	Farmer’s Day Parade – June 18, 2006

Donna Smith motioned that SGRA send a letter of Offer to Purchase to the City of Spruce Grove for the trailer we used for the parade this year, to a maximum of $200.  Linda seconded the motion.  Motion carried.



	Bingo Credits - June 18, 2006

Cora motioned that SGRA increase the bingo credits/vouchers given from $50. to $75. effective July 1, 2006.  Discussion took place; Donna felt the cheques paid for those not choosing to work the bingo would cover the extra costs.  Sandy seconded.  Motion carried.



	West Edmonton Mall Waterpark Fundraiser – June 18, 2006

Executive agreed April 13 was a good target date.  SGRA cost is $2,500. to share the booking of the facility.  Early tickets will cost $8. each.  Tickets sold later will cost $10. each.  Cora motioned for SGRA to commit $2,500. to book the Waterpark facility at West Edmonton Mall for an SRGA year end function.  Donna seconded.  Motion carried



	Oiler’s 50/50 Ticket Sales – June 18, 2006

Donna Smith motioned that SGRA apply to the Oiler’s Association to participate in the 50/50 ticket sales and profit sharing.  Cora seconded the motion.  Motion carried. 



	Sweetheart Tournament 2008 – March 8, 2007

Donna made a motion to accept for the 2008 Sweetheart Tournament, the Zone 5 AA teams from Tween to Belle.  The Zone 5 AA teams will not pay our tournament entrance fee, all parents volunteer in equal roles as SGRA parent/members and they will be treated as SGRA home teams are.  Proceeds will be split by SGRA and Zone 5 per attending teams and the revenues and expenses associated.  Tracy seconded the motion.   Motion carried.



	Shot Clock – March 8, 2007
Donna motioned SGRA purchase a shot clock for association use out of the 2006/2007 budget.  Tracy seconded.  Motion carried.

	Goalie Equipment – April 12, 2007

 Coralee made a motion to spend a maximum of $4,000. on goalie equipment for the 2007/2008 season.  Tracy Megaw seconded the motion.  5 supported, 1 abstained.  Motion carried.



	Old SGRA Jerseys – April 12, 2007

Cora motioned that the old Bunny and Novice jerseys be sold for $30.00each and the old blue/silver jerseys for $5.00 each.  Tracy seconded the motion.  Motion carried.



	Provincial Hosting 2006 November 17, 2006

Donna Smith made a motion that SGRA make a one time reimbursement of the profit ($808.55) made from the 2006 Belle Provincials directly to the families on the team, as it existed in the 2006 season.  This is a $57.75 payout to 14 families.  Coralee seconded.  1 opposed.  Motion carried.



	Provincial Hosting 2007 January 11, 2007

Donna Smith motioned: that SGRA give a $500. sponsorship to the host team.  The host team retains any profit made from running this event.  The team is not responsible for referees, rings or ice.  Seconded by Patti Malmas.  Motion carried.

(Danny Crawford, Head Coach)


The team comprised of eight first year petites and two second year petite players and the team began play in the Black Division. The division was very strong leaving our team with at times losses by 7 goals.  The B team did manage victories against teams which ended up in the Gold division or was folded mid-year.  We understood the Black Gold league "highly encouraged" teams to be proactive in retiering themselves rather than the league "do it for them" (Black Gold Oct 19, 2006 minutes) and the B team requested to be pooled in the weaker "Gold" division.  Notwithstanding that two teams moved up to Petite A, the league kept the B team in the Black division, where it continued to struggle having only one win and a tie in the second half of the season. 

The players continued to improve and managed a silver medal at the Sweetheart Tournament.  The year continued on a more positive note with two "upset" victories in provincial playdowns and league playoffs.  Overall, the girls were excellent; they overcame their frustration to the losses, had fun, worked hard, and were much improved by the year's end.  

Petite C – Summary of 2006-07

(Keith Shillington, Head Coach)

This season saw the introduction of a new tiering system to the Petite Level in turn the introduction of Petite C.  With over half of the team with 2 or less years of ringette experience, the experienced girls quickly took on leadership roles on the team bringing along their team mates.  The result was a very good first session, losing only once.  The second session was tougher, as not only was the competition tougher, but there were few games where the complete team were together (due to illnesses, etc).  Many thanks go out to all Novice affiliates and their parents.  

During Zone and League playoffs, our team was able to win the Zone 5 qualifications to go to Provincials, and then the Black Division Championship.  The girls played strong at provincials, taking the silver medal (losing a close match to Red Deer in the final).  The girls were a dedicated group and demonstrated a very positive model of what the new Petite C level was intended for.

Zone 5 - Petite AA Update

Zone 5 hosted two Petite AA teams this year which has decreased from last year's numbers (3 – 4 teams in previous years).  Of the two teams walked away with Bronze in provincials - three of those players were from our SGRA (Teneal Kuczkowski, Kennedy Wilson, Mickayla Sankey) - Provincials had 7 teams - so each team had to play a round robin of 6 games in 2 days and 2 playoff games - it was quite the marathon.  The losses were extremely close (2 in OT and 1 by a goal).

In 2007/2008, they hope to see numbers of 50+ kids at the try outs scheduled for September Labour Day weekend.

The Classix are women who have chosen to take a little bit of time each week for themselves. It is important to note that this busy team also holds eight coaching and executive positions with SGRA.

WHAT WENT WELL

Steps were in place to start the 2006/7 season off with a bang! 

Ice policies/procedures, gym rules, clinics and hosting provincials were set in place April 2006.  

Sweetheart Tournament ice ($12,442.68) was tentatively booked in April 2006.

Evaluations, tryouts, and the base week were tentatively set in August 2006.

Contracts for Camps/Clinics/Provincials/Fun Day/Special Scheduling were signed ($11,224.15).

With 2 Bunny, 2 Novice, 3 Petite, 1 Tween, 1 Junior and 1 Belle - practice ice (BASE WEEK) went very smoothly due to the Bunny & Belle teams having only one weekday practice.

By joining forces with Club AA, steps are being taken to ensure our teams are able to focus on the Sweetheart Tournament without conflicts from league and zone playoffs for 2008.

Special thanks to Donna Wild for doing the scheduling late in March.  Because of Donna’s support and commitment, SGRA never missed a beat while Diane was on vacation.

EXPECTED CHALLENGES FOR 2007-8 SEASON

1. SGRA Christmas Break WILL NOT follow the local School Christmas Break in 2007/8.  SGRA Christmas Break will be the same as the Black Gold League.  Due to SGRA teams participating in tournaments this past season, expect league games to be scheduled for SGRA regardless of our school holidays. 

2. Specific Tournaments (for example Turkey, Friends on Ice, Hinton, Golden Ring and Silver Ring) often involve many of our teams.  To make better use of SGRA BASE WEEK ice at these times, SGRA should encourage clinics (goalie, referee, rules of ringette, etc.) involving all players not affiliated with the teams attending that weekend tournament. 

3. Utilizing weekend ice for technical development prior to league play starting.  In past years, Technical development tends to take place at the team level during the weekdays (power skating, etc.).

4. Adult ice continues to be an issue.  Thursday Tri Leisure is unacceptable as game/practice ice due to the late start and poor quality.  For 2007-8 season, it has been suggested to drop Thursday.  Efforts are being made to find a solution.

5. Providing ice to meet the expectations set at each level may be challenge.  If SGRA has more than 1 youth team requiring 1.25-hour game ice, it will be a challenge due to our AA commitments.

Ice costs have increased for the 2007/8 season ($110 per hour for youth & $190 for adult + GST)

Referee Allocator
There were 15 referees assigned from SGRA this past year…4 designated level 2 or higher, 4 first year level one refs, and the other 7, level one refs with 1 or more years of  experience. 

 It was the first year for centralized reffing, which assigned the level 2 and higher refs for the Junior and older divisions as well as providing one level 2 ref for the Tween level.  All level one refs were assigned locally to cover the other Tween ref and all younger divisions.  There were a few problems initially with how to notify the centralized allocator for last minute changes and how rescheduled games were to be handled.  Overall the new centralized reffing system seemed to work well, as far as getting the refs out to cover the games.

There are two level one refs who have the evaluations needed to pursue their level two certificates this year and who have had the age requirements waved so that they can take their course next fall.  We will also have a few individuals taking the level one course that will be offered in the Edmonton area next fall.  

We did have a couple of referee meetings throughout the season but I hope to have a more structured training session set up for the meetings for next year, with some peer evaluations to improve performance on the ice.  I would also like to have more information going out to all parents involved in score and time keeping encouraging them to step in when there are incidents between coaches and referees in order to provide more support to our young referees who are in their first few years of refereeing.

Sponsorship Report

Tim Hortons also supplied medals.  They supply the same medal for all teams.  This gave some confusion as the novice level have final games and are awarded gold medals.  Next year the suggestion was that every team get their medal after their third game and then gold and silver medals are awarded accordingly.

Tim Hortons also offers the Tim Hortons bus to non-profit organizations.  This bus can be used for day trips only, that do not exceed more than 8 hours.  This is very competitive as it is open to any non profit organization and hockey uses them….so teams must call as soon as they have their schedules to book. The Tweens this year used it twice, once to Red Deer and once to Lacombe.  We split the cost to per player, it was $15. to Lacombe and then $20. to Red Deer.  Each team can book 2 times in a calendar year.  The same person cannot organize for more than one team.  Pickup and drop off was at the Agrena. Cost of the bus is based on a donation to the Tim Hortons Children’s Charity at about $1.50 per kilometer.  This was a fabulous way for the team as well as the parents, to spend some “fun”, relaxing time together
